Writing Program Course Evaluation and ESCII Policy
Course evaluations must be distributed within the last ten days of class.

According to UCSB guidelines, instructors should leave the room when evaluations are administered. A student should be appointed to return completed evaluations to the main office.

While the Writing Program does not distribute a script to accompany the administration of course evaluations, the following items must be mentioned to students before evaluations are distributed:
· The instructor will not read the evaluations or see the ESCII scores until after grades are submitted.
· Students’ comments in the course evaluations provide the instructor with feedback about the course that helps her/him improve the course.
· Other faculty and committees in the Writing Program will read course evaluations and look at ESCII scores in order to learn about the instructor’s work and to make improvements in the program.
